Substitutions (Libero is not a substitution):
1) Write number of player going in next to the number of the player going out, in the line-up.

2) Write S or Sx and the player numbers in the next score box (S 5/6)

3) Cross off a tally number to keep track of total number of substitutions.
Time-outs:

1) Indicate the time out in the next score box for the player who is serving.

2) If the server’s team calls the time-out, write T.  If the opposing team calls it, write Tx.

3) At the top of the team’s section that took the time-out, write the score in the time-out box with the time-out team’s score first.
4) Give the book to the ref to check over.

Hints:

1) Keep your finger in the box you will write in next.

2) Ask the scoreboard person to call out substitutions for you as they happen.

3) Wait for the official to indicate the point before writing it down.  (Sometimes you think you know but then find out someone was in the net!)

4) Don’t hesitate to stop the official if they are going too fast and you miss something.  

5) Use different color pens or pencils each time you are around the line up.

6) Match the sides of the scoresheet with the side the teams are playing on.  Switch scoresheet sides when the teams switch sides.

7) Check to be sure the scoreboard matches your score whenever possible.  Yours is the official score and will override the scoreboard.

8) If you are new, tell the officials before the game starts.  They will make sure you have the substitutions before going on.

9) Skip a line between player numbers if you have room.  If they serve a lot and you need two lines.

10) At the end of the game, write the final score in the box.  Match the score numbers with each team’s side of the scoresheet.
Be sure to give the scorebook to the coach when the game is over!
